Tegevuste lilevaade

kasvas valja ka 2019 aastal alustatud TalTech’i Targa linna tippkeskus ja Teamingu projekt, millega
tehakse ka tana tihedat koost66d.

AAK Priority Area: Future governance

Overview

The Governance group of RND deals with basic, as well as policy-focused, academic research
focusing on the analysis of global governance theories and paradigms in the context of modern
socio-technical changes, led especially by the ICT diffusion. The group comprises the ERC Starting
Grant ‘Cosmolocalism’, the only one awarded to an Estonian researcher in 2018; and two large
grants, ‘Centrinno’ and ‘Smooth’, funded from the EU’s Horizon 2020 Research and Innovation. The
‘FinEst Twins: Helsinki and Tallinn as Smart and Sustainable Cities’ EU Teaming grant, 2019-26,
originally emerged from this research group. Both Salah Chafik and Sobhit Shakya successfully
defended their PhD theses in 2022.

Special focus has been on the following topics:

a) analysis of global paradigms of governance and comparison of Western and non-
Western/Asian paradigms,

b) the impact of technological changes on governance, including the emergence of the concept
of smart city and the impact of P2P technologies, on production and consumption and
governance models, and

c) alternative perspectives on sustainability, growth and post-growth, innovation and their
metrics generally.

In all these fields, the group is internationally recognized as a trailblazing think tank. This is best
exemplified by the fact that both Prof. Drechsler and Prof. Kostakis are Affiliates of Harvard
University — at the David Centre for Russian and Eurasian Studies and the Berkman Klein Centre for
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Internet and Society respectively — and the former also at UCL’s Institute for Innovation and Public
Purpose, all three usually recognized as the no. 1 institution in their specific field globally. In Fall
Term 2022, Prof. Drechsler served as the inaugural Distinguished Visiting Professor of Public Value at
the College of Public Policy, Hamad Bin Khalifa University, Doha, Qatar.

Almost all of the group is also actively contributing (research, outreach activities) to the path-
breaking work of the P2P Lab. The P2P Lab has facilitated the creation of several organizations, such
as:

e the Fab City Foundation partnering with MIT and IAAC. The Fab City Foundation aims to help
relocalizing production to the city and its bioregional context. The global network of the Fab
City Foundation is vast. It includes more than 8 cities/municipalities (from Barcelona and
Amsterdam to Shenzhen and Thimphu) that have pledged to co-develop a self-sufficient
economy. The headquarters of the Fab City Foundation are based in Tallinn. More info here.

e the Commonen energy cooperative, which includes more than 60 households and small-
medium enterprises. This energy cooperative is based in Greece where the legal framework
is one of the most favorable in the EU for bottom-up energy production. The Commonen
case has been serving as a key pilot project for novel research and future research and
action grants; already, one large-scale bid, which includes Estonia-based pilots, has been
submitted to the EU commission.

e the community-driven makerspaces of Tzoumakers in mountainous Greece, of Nyamdrel
Z0’Sa in rural Bhutan, and of Kopli93 in Tallinn. The latter initiative, which essentially started
in late 2021, has already an increasing impact on learning, localizing production, and
community-building.

- Of two articles published by Dr. Chafik and Prof. Drechsler on Islamic PA, one - on Moroccan
cooperatives - appeared in Public Administration’s no. 1 journal, Public Administration
Review, and it is the first article ever in this publication on one African nation only.

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Prof. Drechsler was, from 2021 to the very end of 2022, Consultant to the Deputy Minister of
the Interior for Public Administration of the Republic of Kosovo.

Prof. Drechsler also served as a consultant for the Civil Service reform, Royal Civil Service
Commission, Kingdom of Bhutan, the main reference country for the SDG’s in several crucial
aspects.

Since 2022, Prof. Drechsler is advisor for international relations, Partnerschaft Deutschland
(PD) — Berater der 6ffentlichen Hand, the German in-house consultancy of the public sector,
Berlin.

Prof. Drechsler continues to serve as the Chairperson of EAPAA, the European Public
Administration accreditation agency.

In 2022, the P2P Lab coordinated two summer schools that took place in mountainous
Greece. More than 60 students, with a diverse background, attended the schools coming
from Canada, the US, Colombia, Portugal, Spain, Italy, France, Germany, Greece, Iran,
Pakistan, and Cambodia.

Crisis Governance in Turbulent Times — Mindset, Strategies, Evidence), mis uurib seda, kuidas saaksid
Euroopa lihiskonnad arendada paindlikku kohandumist ja proaktiivset innovatsiooni kriiside juhtimisel
olukordades, kus varasemate praktikate juurde tagasipoordumine ei ole vdimalik ega soovitav. Samuti
kuidas saavad demokraatlikud institutsioonid Uleval hoida vaartusi nagu demokraatia, digusriik and
kodanike pdhidiguste tagamine kriisist pohjustatud turbulentsi kontekstis. Killi Sarapuu osaleb ETAg-
i PRG grandis, mis tegeleb eksperimentaalsete ldhenemiste ja institutsionaalse innovatsiooniga
riigivalitsemisel. Lisaks osaleb uurimisrihm rahvusvahelises vaikeriikide uuringute vorgustikus, kus
riihmaliikmete vastutusalaks on vdikeriikide riigivalitsemise eripdrade uurimine. Uurimisriihma
lilkmed osalevad aktiivselt erinevate haldusjuhtimise ja halduspoliitika alaste teadusvérgustike t60s ja
valdkonna ajakirjade toimetuskolleegiumites. Tiina Randma-Liiv kuulub 13 ja Killi Sarapuu 2
rahvusvahelise erialase ajakirja toimetuskolleegiumisse. Kulli Sarapuu on EGPA uurimisgrupi

The group studies the developments of fiscal governance in Europe with specific focus on the spread
of new budgeting principles (participatory budgeting), the impact of fiscal crisis, the evolution of
institutional and discursive context. The unique specialization of the group has been to study the
impact of fiscal and financial policy bureaucracies (its’ structure, principles of policy coordination and
learning etc) on fiscal and financial policies in the Baltic Sea area and EU as a whole. This is a
relatively novel theoretical well as empirical focus as the countries of the region are financially and
politically highly interlinked but have also asymmetrical economic relations and politico-
administrative differences. The group is relatively young (Prof. Raudla was elected as full professor
only in 2014), but it has already gained global recognition for its research work, e.g. Prof. Raudla is in
editorial board of Governance (the leading journal on governance and institutional analysis), in
addition to seven other international academic journals. She leads the Permanent Working Group on
Fiscal Governance and Administration at IIAS (governance and public administration research society
with the widest reach globally). Prof. Raudla is the founding member of the Estonian Youth Academy



of Science and she also won the 2018 Estonian National Research Price in Social Sciences. The
research group has published articles in the leading public administration journals in the world,
including Public Administration Review, Public Administration, Governance, The American Review of
Public Administration, Public Management Review, and Journal of Common Market Studies. In 2016-
2019, Prof. Raudla has been in charge of the research grant “Developments in the Fiscal Governance
of European Countries: Impacts of the Crisis and Future Prospects”, funded by the Estonian Research
Council.
